Citing Information
There are 2 things you need to do when citing information 
1. create an in-text citation DIRECTLY after the paraphrase/quotation 
2. Include the publishing information in a works cited

1. In-text citations 

- used after a paraphrase or quotation IN your report

- ex: “Children are spending an average of 3 hours a day online” (Conners 23).

- if you are citing a website and there is no page number, just include the author name (Connor)

- if there is no author, include the title of the website (technology today.com)
2. Organizing a Works Cited:
1. Begin a new page and put the title Works Cited at the top

2. Organize sources in alphabetical order by the author’s last name.  If there is no author, use the first letter of the title to organize it.
3. If your citation goes on to more than one line, indent the next line.
4. Leave a space between entries.
5. Easybib.com can help you with citing your sources, but you need to double check it 

Basic format of a book: 

Lastname, Firstname. Title of Book. City of Publication: Publisher, Year of Publication. Medium of Publication.
Wharton, Edith. The Age of Innocence. London: Penguin Books, 1966. Print.

Citing an Entire Website:

Editor, author, or compiler name (if available). Name of Site. Version number. Name of institution/organization affiliated with the site (sponsor or publisher), date of resource creation (if available). Medium of publication. Date of access.
MIT, technologyreview.com. MIT, 2001. Web. 23 Nov. 2011.

Citing a Page on a Website:  
List author/alias if known, followed by information above for entire Web sites. 
Use n.p. if no publisher name and n.d. if no publishing date.

Article in a Web Magazine: 
Author name. “article name”. title of the Web magazine. publisher name. publication date. medium of publication. and date of access.
 Use n.p. if no publisher name is available and n.d. if not publishing date is given.

Article From an Online Database:  
Cite articles from online databases (e.g. LexisNexis, ProQuest, JSTOR, ScienceDirect) and other subscription services just as you would print sources, except indicate that you got it from the web.
